1. How to connect DVP28SV and ENO1
1-1. Plug ENO1 to 28SV left side.
1-2. Connect Ethernet via ENO1 " LAN ; hole.
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1-3. Open WPLSoft to configure ENO1
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ba : Looking for ENO1 module via broadcasting.

. : Looking for ENO1 module via indicating IP address.

J ‘| : Configuring ENO1 via RS-232.(Doesn’t need to connect to Ethernet)

1-4. There is two way to search ENO1 via Ethernet.

® Broadcast:
If this is the first time you connect ENO1 to Ethernet and have no idea what’s its
IP address, then you can use “broadcast” to look for ENO1 in the network.
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Choosing “option—scommunication setting” to set PLC communication port.
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Set “Ethernet ” as your communication port.



Press “Broadcast” button, then WPLSoft will start to search ENO1 in the

network.
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If success, the left window will show all ENO1 modules in the network.
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Press “IP search” button, then the input IP address window will pop out.
User can type IP address in the upper space.

If success, the result will be just like the broadcast.



1-5. How to configure ENO1.
® Double click the module in the left window.
® The configuration window will be pop out.
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(1. The basic information of ENO1, includes IP address, MAC address, firmware
version and so on.

(2. Module name and language. (user define)

(3. Option of ENOL.
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Network setting —IP configuration (Static/DHCP), IP address, Netmask, Gateway.



2. How to setup Citect communication with DVP28SV by EN01
2-1. Open Citect Explorer after installation
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2-2. Enter project name and description and click OK
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2-3. Select the project you created on left window and enter the Communication folder
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2-4. Select Express 10 Device Setup

5 )Choose Modicon/TSX Quantun/Ethernet(TCP/IP) nter ENO1 IP address, and 502 for Port
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2-6. Select Tag folder, and double click Variable Tags
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2-7. Set Tag name, data type, 1/0 device name and the Modbus address of the item
( Please refer the appendix for detail Modbus address of Delta PLC ) . Press Add.

2-8. Select File—> Compile
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2-9. Then back to main window to select Pages folder to create new page.
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2-10. Choose the page style, and default is normal
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2-12. Enter the text you want to show on the button
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2- 13 Enter Input option and select Up option then type toggle(YO) in Up command space
